Luis F. Bacardi Fruit Bat Conservation and Research Fund

Small Grants
Purpose: Bacardi Small Grants are intended to support people whose work advances research and conservation of fruit bats and their ecosystems through sound science and applied conservation projects. 

Proposal Guidelines: Applicants can be from any country and can apply for a maximum of $5,000 towards a fruit bat project. However, priority is given to projects on flying foxes addressing one or more of five priority research themes; endangered species, bats and the bushmeat crisis, population monitoring and saving key sites, managing bat-human conflict in agriculture, ecology of bats and emerging infectious diseases.  
Funding Cycle
Applications are accepted year round, however must be received by Lubee no later than 31st Jan for consideration for funding awards made in that year. Award decisions will be made in mid March with funds available in late April. Please take this into consideration when planning your project’s start date. 

Grant Reporting 
Recipients are required to submit a brief progress report due by January  30th annually (1-2 pages) and a final report within three months of completing the project. A maximum of 2 project photos (.jpg) particularly those of the recipient in the field will also be required for the web site.

Cost Sharing Research Facilities Support: Lubee Bat Conservancy is a non-profit organization striving to support the long-term availability of our unique living animal collection to researchers. Lubee Bat Conservancy strongly encourages collaborative research proposals that seek Lubee as a partner, and incorporate standard budget costs “Research Fees” for the use of the living animal collection, our staff and research facilities, in funding requests to external funding sources. Occasionally, Lubee may consider providing these resources as a cost sharing /in kind item on external grant applications.

Publication & Acknowledgement

It is expected that all research supported by Lubee Bat Conservancy will be appropriately acknowledged (eg. published reports, book chapters and scientific papers). An acknowledgement would be as follows: “This study was supported wholly or in part by grant from Lubee Bat Conservancy” or for papers submitted to journals  “Lubee Bat Conservancy Publication No.# “. Authors should request a publication number obtained from Lubee on paper submission, and on publication, submit a PDF copy of the paper to Lubee for inclusion in the Conservancy’s online library. Graduate students significantly supported by Lubee are expected to contribute a bound copy of their completed thesis to the Conservancy. Any work which involves a significant contribution from the Director to data collection at Lubee, involving project design/co-ordination /sampling, should include the Director as a co-author on resulting papers submitted for journal publication.
