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BAT EDUCATION TOURS, OUTREACH, 

and EVENTS INFORMATION

HOURS OF OPERATION: Lubee is open for tours on Wednesday through Saturday from 12pm to 4pm. Tours of the Center are by appointment only and all visitors to the Bat Center MUST fill in a request form and schedule an appointment in advance of their arrival. In order to secure your spot, we suggest you contact us at least 4 weeks in advance of the requested date.  Dates are subject to change so please be flexible.
TOURS: Lubee Bat Conservancy offers a unique educational opportunity for guests to learn about and view some of the largest and most endangered species of bats in the world.  Tours are organized through pre-arranged visits, allowing for groups of up to 70 people a day to enjoy the facility.  Lubee requests that each group has one chaperone for every 10 children.  Age appropriate presentations are aligned with Sunshine State standards and geared for school students 4 to 18 years old.  Lubee also offers tours to professional groups with a focus on conservation biology.  A tour lasts approximately 1-2 hours and consists of a PowerPoint presentation introducing the world of bats, basic biology, and the ecological role bats play in our environment, followed by a visit to our primary bat viewing facility.  Lubee houses over 220 bats representing 12 species, including the Malayan Flying Fox which can attain a wingspan of 6'.  All of our bats are frugivorous, and guests have an opportunity to observe them interacting with numerous fruits and enrichment devices. 
SCHOOL PROGRAM OUTREACH:  Our Educational Outreach Program is offered to schools and libraries.  Presentations include an age appropriate PowerPoint followed by a showcase of live bats representing 3 species.
PRESENTATIONS FOR GROUPS & EVENTS: Our staff can bring live bats and portable displays focusing on bat fun facts and natural history to local events. We also offer presentations about bats to local interest groups.
COSTS: We do not charge for entry, however we are a small non-profit facility and receive little to no funding assistance. We therefore ask that groups follow the suggested donation amounts listed below which helps to support our education programs and feed the bats!
Donation Amounts

· School Groups, Scout & Brownie Groups: $5 per child/student and $10 per adult/teacher/chaperone.
· Individuals and Private groups: $10 per child (3-12yrs) and $15 per adult 
· If your group is small we will try to schedule your party with another group.
